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EDUCATION AUDIT AS PART OF THE PROCESS
OF HIGHER EDUCATION REFORMING IN UKRAINE

At the present stage of civilized society development, integration processes in
the European educational space, require transforming the national higher education
system correspond to the main principles of the Bologna process, the key position
which supports higher education quality

The concept of "education audit™ in Switzerland, Spain, UK, Italy, Holland in-
terpreted in terms of instrumental audit; Denmark, Finland and Norway — in terms of
quality audit; Germany — in terms of system accreditation [4, p. 97].
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In Ukraine, the concept of “education audit” in the state administrative and
educational practice, is hardly ever used. Even modern national publication as "Pub-
lic Administration and Public Service: Dictionary Directory" [3], "Encyclopedia of
Education" [5] contain no interpretation of this concept in the context of the applica-
tion in the education industry as safe to conclude that "educational audit "- the newest
concept in national (public-administrative, pedagogical) scientific fields. In Ukraine
educational audit is part of the quality management system (QMS) of higher education.

Education audit may include several types of inspections:

— internal audit — systematic, such that regularly internal experts (auditors) an
intermediate state of self-testing conditions, the dynamics of their development and
performance of education during the school year;

— external audit — examination (check) of the quality of educational activities
carried out by external experts;

— proactive audit — examination of the quality that is made by voluntarily
commissioned educational organization independent expert (auditor) or a group of
experts (auditors) based on the signed contract to the right to organize time and form
of examination under the conditions of complete confidentiality of received results.

One element of the internal audit education is the report of the audit and com-
pletion of data collection module institution. The report is made every five years, and
it is the state state accreditation procedure. The external educational audit is carried
out not by the institution and outside organizations.

Depending on the subject of education audits can identify its different types:

— audit of conditions (some or all);

— audit of the process transformation conditions;

— audit of department;

— audit of educational programs;

— audit of system for evaluating the quality of education;

— audit of the quality management system (system audit), and so on.

As the Y.B. Rubin "Educational audit, both internal and external, aimed at en-
suring quality assurance in vocational education. One of the major parties, of course,
Is consumers. The state as a taxpayer in the event of budget and education as an insti-
tution that conducts policy for vocational education and interested in its successful
implementation — is one interested party. The other side is this employer. Although
the employer is not always a payer but there is always the end user graduates, and this
gives him the right to be an interested party. Interested parties are also educational
institutions themselves, working in the educational market, they are interested in to
get and maintain certain positions, providing quality educational services "[6].

Thus, the analysis of existing conceptual and categorical apparatus allows us to
define "education audits of higher education™ as procedures for independent accredit-
ed expert inspection and testing (with subsequent declaration guaranteed the reliabil-
ity of judgment) of the university as a whole, to achieve declared it of the quality of
higher education and its guarantees, educational standards, according to which
emerging professional, business and personal competencies of students and ensured
their competitiveness in the educational space.

Objects of educational audit in higher education are: education content, educa-
tional programs, technology training, management of the educational process, the use
of scientific basis of the management staff, university research activities, the effec-
tiveness of educational activities separate units of higher education institutions and
other [7] We must recognize that subjects of educational audit in Ukraine do not offi-
cially exist, they should be as soon as possible an independent institution with the
right to perform appropriate audit procedures. For this it is advisable to analyze exist-
ing international experience and decide in the conditions and possibilities of its appli-
cation in our country.
