INCREASING CRITICAL THIKING SKILLS BY MEANS
OF LEARNING PROFESSIONAL VOCABULARY

Critical thinking is an important element of all professional fields and academic
disciplines. This concept and principles of critical thinking can be applied to the con-
text or case but only by reflecting upon the nature of that application. It meas reflective
contextualization.

The notion of critical thinking can be interpreted differently. It has been defined as:

— the mental process of actively and skillfully conceptualizing, applying, ana-
lyzing, synthesizing and evaluating information to make conclusions;
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—in critical social theory: commitment to the social and political practice of
participatory democracy, willingness to imagine or remain open to considering alter-
native perspectives into our ways of thinking and acting.

A good critical thinker can be defined as a person who:

— understand the logical connections between ideas;

— identify, construct and evaluate arguments;

— detect inconsistencies and common mistakes in reasoning;

— solve problems systematically;

— identify the relevance and importance of ideas;

— reflect on the justification of one’s own beliefs and value.

Certainly, developing critical thinking skills is connected with challenge and
discovery. It is not enough for students to know the facts. They should analyze them
and relate to other subjects.

Students can apply critical thinking skills in learning new vocabulary in the fol-
lowing ways:

1. Put the words into different groups, using graphic organizer.

2. Write them in a file for use with a computer program.

3. Make associations in pictures.

4. Write the words and their definitions on small cards.

There are many ways of learning vocabulary such as testing and revision, learn re-
lated words and phrases, learn words in a context, practice reading as much as possible.

It is important to keep in mind that learning long lists of unrelated words is
boring and difficult. The abilities to use professional vocabulary in practice and in
appropriate context, work collaboratively and find an appropriate decision are valua-
ble in education process. Students who think critically, who know what is a public
speaking and who can argue and protect their standpoints might feel that methods of
learning words with critical thinking is one of the most productive.
